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April began the BIG MOVE to the VILLAGE! The children arrived to the Village with excitement and a 

bit of uncertainty as to what it would “really” be like. But it didn’t take much time before they were all 

playing soccer, dancing and laughing. 

A total of 51 children have moved to the Village, with another 18 moving into the 4th home in a few 

months. That means 72 orphans have moved out of the IDP camps (4 are in boarding school). Only 378 

more to move!!!

“Listening to my ipod on our flight home 
from Uganda, God spoke to me through a 
song I've listened to many times.  Sarah 
Groves wrote "I Saw What I Saw" after a 
trip to Rwanda.  At the end of the song she 
says, "Your courage asks me what I'm 
afraid of and what I know of love.  And 
what I know of God."
 
That's exactly how I felt after our mission 
journey to Village of Hope in Uganda.  We 
met orphans and child mothers in the 
Village and in the IDP (internally displaced 
persons) camps.  The children we met 
have been through horrors I can't imagine 
in my worst nightmares.  They've been 
raped, seen their parents murdered, had to 
kill or be kill and unbelievably, even worse 
horrors than those.  But, if I had not read 
about and heard their stories before our 
trip, I'd be completely unaware of their 
pasts.  Today, they go to school, they sing, 
they dance, they have hopes & dreams 
and they smile.  Oh how they smile!
We met Joyce, a scar from a gun shot 
wound on her right temple and the love of 

Christ shining in her face.  We met Fiada, 
a beautiful girl of fourteen who saw her 
parents murdered with a machete and who 
prays the most passionate prayers I've 
ever heard.   We met Norbert, abducted by 
the rebels when he was only 8, who, with 
his twin brother Norman, jokes and plays 
like any boy his age.   We met Stella.  We 
met Richard.  We met the four Scovias.  
We met Dennis...and Lillian...and 
Tony...and so many others.  And as we sat 
around the fire with them at night, listening 
to their songs and prayers, we 
witnessed their deep intimacy with God.
 
He gave them courage to face years of 
violence, supplied them shelter and food 
when they had no adult to care for them, 
provided healing for the physical and 
emotional wounds they suffered and 
even offered them means of escape from 
the rebel soldiers.  And now....He's 
providing them with a home and school 
through Village of Hope.”
